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a) Recording and copying using printing, IT, photography and digital techniques, in an unlimited number of copies;
b) Public and non-public exhibition and provision, in such manner so that any person may have access to the work at the place and time individually selected (including in the Internet);
c) Sale, loan, provision or lease without charge, and without any time or territorial limitations;
d) Entering and storage in the memory of a computer, server, any types of optical carriers, hard disks, and internal networks;
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
